First Zontagram 1966

The first club’s newsletters announced
meeting dates and provided news from ZI and
the District and were recorded in our Club Ar-
chives beginning April 1966.

The first “ZONTA — GRAM” was doc-
umented September 13, 1967, addressed to the
members and written by the club president.
They were one page in length. The club was
meeting at the Knolls Inn in Mount Vernon.
The turkey dinner cost $4.40 including gratuity
of 15% and tax of 2%. Meetings were held
each month on the 1st Tuesday a business
meeting and on the 3rd Tuesday a program
meeting. The December meeting was held at
Dorothea Hopfer’s home in Bronxville. On the
bottom of the page was listed Zonta statistics:
522 Clubs in 33 Countries with 19,000 mem-
bers.  The 1967 District I11 Conference was
held in Richmond, Va. Speaker was Helvi
Sipila, First Vice president of Zonta Interna-
tional, Finland’s representative to the United
Nations and Chairman of the UN Commission
on the Status of Women.

The Mount Vernon Zonta Club gave 4
scholarships in the amount of $100 each.At
the January meeting these documents will be
available for viewing.

ABOUT CEDAW: The Treaty for Women's Equality

CEDAW - The Convention on the Elimination of All
Forms of Discrimination Against Women — is a landmark
international agreement that affirms principles of
fundamental human rights and equality for women around
the world. CEDAW s a practical blueprint for each
country to achieve progress for women and girls.

CEDAW strengthens the United States as a global leader
in standing up for women and girls. In countries that have
ratified CEDAW, women have partnered with their
governments to improve the status of women and girls,
and as a result have changed laws and policies to create
greater safety and opportunity for women and their
families. CEDAW can make a difference for women and
girls, specifically to:

*Reduce sex trafficking & domestic violence
*Provide access to education & vocational training
*Ensure the right to vote
*End forced marriage & child marriage & ensure
inheritance rights
*Help mothers and families by providing access to
maternal health care
*Ensure the right to work & own a business without
discrimination

The CEDAW agreement was adopted in 1979 by the
United Nations General Assembly and entered into force
in 1981. Almost all countries have ratified CEDAW - 187
out of 194 countries. Only seven have not ratified
including the United States, Sudan, South Sudan,
Somalia, Iran, and two small Pacific Island nations (Palau
and Tonga).

The American public strongly supports the principles and
values of equality, fairness, education, and basic human
rights. In the United States, the CEDAW treaty has been
voted on favorably twice on a bipartisan basis by the
Senate Foreign Relations Committee (the Committee that
typically reviews and votes on international treaties before
they are considered by the full Senate), but the CEDAW
treaty has never been brought to the Senate floor for a
vote. Ratification of a treaty requires two-thirds of the
Senate present and voting in favor of it.

During the 1920’s and 1930’s flyers made
headlines and Amelia Earhart was aviations
leading female figure. In addition to setting
records, she promoted the airline industry, writing
magazine articles about aviation and giving
lectures promoting air travel. And when she joined
Zonta International in 1928, her classification was
Aviation.

But it began before that. Amelia was born
in 1898 in Atchison, Kansas. She went to Junior
College in Philadelphia and at Christmas went to
visit her sister who was a student in Toronto.
Amelia decided not to return to school, but to
enroll in a Red Cross First Aid Course and work as
anurse’s aide. It was at this time that she watched
a stunt flying exhibition and became fascinated by
airplanes and took a course in engine mechanics.

In 1919, a year later, she enrolled at
Columbia University and studied chemistry and
biology to decide if she wanted to attend medical
school.

In 1920, Amelia while in California
attended an Air Show and paid for a ten minute
plane ride to see it she liked flying. When she
landed she knew she was going to fly. She worked
for the LA phone company to pay for lessons and
saved money to buy her own plane.

In 1922, on her birthday Amelia bought
her own plane and set a new altitude record for
women flying to 14,000 feet. In 1924, she sold her
plane and bought a car. Her parents divorced, she
drove east with her mother. She worked as an
English teacher, as a social worker, and as an
associate editor for Cosmopolitan Magazine where
she wrote eight articles a year on aviation.

It was at this time that Amelia jointed the
Zonta Club of Boston.

In 1929, she became vice president of Airway
Corporation. She moved from Boston to New York and joined
the Zonta Club of New York.

In 1931, she married publisher George Putman and
also took to piloting and promoting airplanes. This was the
true beginning of her flying. She became an international
success and received honors and awards.

In 1937, she announced plans for her trip around the
world. We know that she never made it. Amelia’s husband
made public a letter she left him. “Please know that I am quite
award of the hazards. | want to do it—because | want to do it.
Women must try to do things men have tried. When they fail,
their failure must be but a challenge to others.” Amelia was
quite a lady — a woman who made things happen.

It is therefore so appropriate that Zonta International
has fellowships for women studying at the graduate level in
areas of aerospace-related sciences and engineering.

This year there were 32 recipients — each receiving
$6,000. Perhaps one of you will be an Amelia Earhart Fellow
someday. You know it could happen and | hope it does.

The Fellowship presently is $10,000 and awarded to 35
Fellows around the globe each year.

Since the Amelia Earhart Scholarship p r o g r aeejdtisn
Zonta has awarded 1,438 AE Fellowships totaling more
than 8.6 million dollars to women from 70 countries
